Every year more than 2500
guest scientists from Switzerland and around the world come
to us.

PSl is committed to the training of future
generations. Therefore about one quarter of our staff are
post-docs, post-graduates or apprentices. Altogether PSI
employs 2200 people, thus being the largest research in-
stitute in Switzerland.

“The Universe and Back Again” shows the
new large research facility, the Swiss X-Ray
Free-Electron Laser SwissFEL. Aliens from
a distant Galaxy land at the PSI. They need
the SwissFEL to save their planet from air
pollution. Alternatively, you can travel
“Around the World in 80 Million Years” and
learn more about the carbon cycle, whilst
a “Journey to the Heart of Matter” takes
you into the dimensions of the smallest
particles.
